    Technically I never worked with Franz but have maintained contact with him, usually on scientific matters or oddities, since first getting to know him  in the late 50's on the CERN Synchrocyclotron and we well remember the infamous UCL flat in Geneva and riotous parties there !!  Franz was remarkable for his voice which was built for laughter and a smile or a joke was never far from his lips.  He, too, was remarkable for that eerie ability to use either hand to chalk on a blackboard, changing effortlessly from one to the other if the equation was particularly long ! I was always greatly impressed by his crossword-solving ability, even though English was not his mother tongue.  A character who will be sadly missed.
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
